· Interpretation of copyright laws with respect to digital media.

· Rationale for sharing and distributing media online

· Rationale for prosecuting those who share and distribute media illegally

· Impact of file sharing on the entertainment industry

2. Each team member takes on one of the roles listed below that will explore the ethics of digital media from a particular perspective:  If you do not have 5 members in your group, your group may decide to combine 2 of these roles, but all perspectives should be researched and represented in the group discussions. 

· Film Producer clarifies how the current laws protect their intellectual property

· Movie Star wants to protect income

· Film buff: copies and shares movies for personal use

· Lawyer: provides factual information on copyright rulings, current lawsuits and constitutional issues

· Digital pirate: wants to provide digital material online

Each role needs to explain to the rest of the team his perspective of the facts recorded from step 1 above.

3. Your team members must reach a consensus that can support a solution in the interest of all stakeholders. Considering the ethical arguments, how do you recommend for society to resolve the different views for and against the sharing of digital media?
Performance Criteria
1. Individually, write an explanation of the consensus solution including multiple points of view and demonstrating an understanding of major ethical concerns involved in the solution.

2. Each student completes a self-assessment of their group work contribution. (Evaluation Rubric for Member of Group Project Team)

3. Each student completes an assessment of their team.  (Teamwork Assessment Rubric)

4. View the photo of a professional work team (from Lesson 1). Describe the teamwork observed in the picture to demonstrate your understanding of attributes of effective teamwork. 

5. Write a paragraph demonstrating your understanding of the ethical use and impact of technology on today’s society.

Answers to #1, #4 and #5 should be in word format, submitted in the assignment dropbox.
